 A Dream Unfulfilled.   “We believe in…the common origin of 
humankind.  Because human beings have a common Creator, the 
human race has an essential unity that is prior to any distinctions 
of race…{Nevertheless,} Martin Luther King Jr.’s aspiration for 
America, ‘a dream of a land where men {and women} of all races, 
of all nationalities, of all creeds can live together as brothers {and 
sisters}’ remains ‘a dream yet unfulfilled’…” 
 Race, Housing and Poverty.  “Any strategy to reduce poverty in 
America must also confront the deep connection between racism 
and poverty…’so intertwined that it is impossible to fully separate 
them.  Racism…is a cause of poverty and at the same time an 
additional barrier for people of color seeking to escape poverty. 
…In order to uproot the scandal of poverty, we must also be 
agents of racial justice.’  The highest rates of poverty are among 
children, especially children of color.  The poverty rate for white 
children is 10 percent, while it is at 28 percent for Latino children 
and 33 percent for African American children.” 

“Perhaps the most stubborn and 
persistent manifestation of racism is the highly segregated housing 
patterns found in the United States {and on Long Island.}… The 
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result is that whites and people of color are geographically 
separated, and increasingly isolated, from one another… Given 
the importance of residence in determining one’s access to 
quality education… it comes as little surprise that residential 
segregation greatly contributes to the disparities between blacks 
and whites in educational achievement… Racially segregated
